DBA Best Practices

The DBA's job is fraught with obstacles ... this is broken, that is not working, this object requires more space, that object is invalid for some unknown reason. Regardless of what version of the Oracle technology one is using, time invested up front has a big pay off down the road. This section looks at mechanisms DBAs can put in place to make their jobs easier and less pesky in the middle of the night. With smart naming conventions, for example, DBAs can hit the ground running when that pager goes off at 3:30AM. We will look at what to monitor in the Oracle database that will allow your applications to run with less human intervention. The secret of savvy DBAs is to spend 95% of their time addressing areas of the Oracle Server that are going to give them the best bang for their tuning dollar.
